Chart 1. Manufacturing payroll employment 
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Payroll jobs declined slightly from the previous month, after holding steady from August to September.  The sector’s employment was down 1,500 over the year, although the majority of this decline did not come in transportation equipment manufacturing..
Chart 2. Average hourly wages per worker in manufacturing 
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Hourly earnings per worker dipped slightly to $24.50 since September.   This figure was, however, slightly above the 12-month average of $24.20, and was substantially higher than October 2006.

Chart 3. Average weekly hours per worker in manufacturing 
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Average weekly hours held mostly steady at 40.8 in the month of October.  Hours have rebounded since temporary layoffs in July, but at down slightly over the year.  The 12-month average weekly hours per worker was 41.0.
Chart 4. Unemployment rate for all workers in Lansing metro area 
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The overall unemployment rate for the area recovered from a temporary spike in July, and edged further downward since September. The rate of 5.4 percent is lower than most other Michigan metro areas, and substantially lower than the statewide total.
